GRADE 3

Math  ~ Students will continue
to work on comparing and or-
dering numbers. They will also
add and subtract whole num-
bers.

Science ~ Students will con-
tinue to investigate with mag-
nets and develop an understand-
ing of the different forms of
matter.

Social Studies ~ Students are
focusing on geography, reading
maps, and identifying map ele-
ments.

Reading ~ Students will be fo-
cusing their efforts on determin-

ing the main idea of given texts
and writing constructed re-

sponses quality detailed answers
with text support, to compre-

hension questions related to
given texts.

Math ~ Students will also work
on adding and subtracting whole
numbers as well as determining
elapsed time and the median,
mode and range of number sets.
Science ~ Students will con-

tinue to explore the solar system
and space.

Social Studies ~ Our 4th

grade students are also working
with geography and map skills.

GRADE 5

Our 5th grade students are step-
ping up as the role models in our
building as they assist others in
understanding and following

our CHIEF expectations. They
are also working very hard in all
subject areas. In addition to rig-
orous instruction this month,

students will take a trip to St.

Michaels and experience a skip-
jack boat ride as they extend
their learning beyond the class-
room.

Reading ~ Students will also
be focusing their efforts on de-
termining the main idea of given
texts and writing constructed
responses, quality detailed an-
swers with text support, to com-
prehension questions related to
given texts.

Math ~ Students will be work-
ing on multiplying and dividing
whole numbers and decimals as
well as reviewing adding and
subtracting them.

Science ~ Students will con-
tinue to classify and study rocks
and minerals as well as discuss
constructive and destructive
forces. Students will also focus
on the Chesapeake Bay as they
prepare for their trip to St.
Michaels and expand on this ex-
perience.

Social Studies ~ Our b5th
grade learners are also working
on map skills. They are using a
scale to determine distances on
given maps and are working
with cardinal directions.
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SCHOLASTIC READING INVENTORY Oct 6th~20th

On October 6th, students will begin taking the
Scholastic Reading Inventory assessment. Stu-
dents will take this computed based Reading as-
sessments in October, January and April. This
individualized test exposes students to a variety
of reading selections and asks students to re-
spond to one comprehension question based on
each text. Atthe completion of the assessment,
your student will receive a Lexile score. The SRI
test allows your child’s teacher to receive imme-
diate feedback on your child’s reading level and
growth over time. Determining this level or
score will allow our teachers to differentiate in-
struction, provide interventions, and create en-
richment activities that ensure every child will be
successful and learn at their own level.

Your student’s Lexile level will likely increase by
50 to 100 points over the course of the school
year. Upon receiving your child’s score, we en-
courage you to assist your child in selecting
books to read on
their level. Please
feel free to contact
your child’s teacher

if you have any ques-
tions or concerns
regarding the SRI
assessment, Lexile
scores, or when your
child is scheduled to
complete the assess-
ment.

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ACCELERATED READER PROGRAM BEGINS!

Our Accelerated Reading Program is officially up
and running for the 2009~2010 school year. Our
students are enthusiastic and this year’s program
will no doubt be the best yet! As you know, read-
ing is the single most important activity a child
can do to improve their academic success in
school. At Glen Avenue we try whatever we can
to encourage our learners to read. Accelerated
Reader is just one way to help your child become
a better reader.

There are three steps to using Accelerated
Reader. First, students choose and read diction

or non-fiction book. Second, students take a quiz.

Third, the teacher receives information that is in-
tended to assist, motivate reading, monitor pro-
gress, and target instruction. Each child has cre-
ated an individualized goal for the school year.
As students read yellow dot books and take tests,

they receive points towards their goal. Each
month students are recognized for their accom-
plishments. Students meeting 25, 50, and 75
percent of their point goals will receive a certifi-
cate and incentive. As a culminating activity,
students reaching 100% of their goal will be in-
vited to attend a special “Reading and Relaxa-
tion” event at Ben’s Red Swings in the spring.

In addition to taking AR tests, students are also
encouraged to write book summaries about the
books that they are reading. All book summaries
will be hung in the hallway with your child’s goal
card and photo. Please talk with your child
about the importance of reading each day and
ask them about their AR goal and yellow dot
books. They will love sharing this information
and their books with you!
