Scholarship Award Guidelines

. Choice of School: Accredited four-year college or university, or accredited two-year
institution.

. Who May Apply: Graduating seniors of any Wicomico County Public High School, have
selected their college and have been accepted for admission as a full-time student.

. Considerations: Applicant must be in the top 10% of their class. Applicants must
demonstrate financial Need.

. Nature of Award: minimum of $500 for one academic year. Recipients may request a
renewal for successive years, provided: 1) the recipient maintains a 2.5 or better grade point
average in their institution of higher learning; and 2) the recipients reapply through the
normal scholarship process.

. How to Apply: Applications are available at High School guidance offices. Completed
applications must be submitted no later than April 15th of the current school year to be
eligible for fall semester assistance. An application is complete, and considered for a
scholarship award, only when the following have been submitted:

1. A completed scholarship application

2. Official high school transcript of grades

3. Letter of acceptance from college or university
